· Personal Injury reform – Soft Tissue Injury Claims (Whiplash)  - Accreditation of medical experts and establishment of a portal through which a medical expert may be selected (coming into force early 2015) 
· Schedule Rules - Bringing rules from Schedule 1 and 2 into the CPR. Draft of the rules in relation to Habeas Corpus (coming into force 1 April 2015)
· Anti-Social Behaviour Orders – minor amendment to PD2B to clarify that applications should come before the District Judge in the first instance (coming into force date dependant on Home Office laying commencement orders)
· Guidance for experts  - Amendment to remove references to the Guidance for Expert document and removal of guide from PD35 (as soon as possible as the revised guidance has been published by the Master of the Rolls)
· Secure Data Transfer - amendment of PD7C to reflect changes in electronic receipt of claims at the CCBC and of changes to practice (coming into force 31 October 2015)
· Presumption of death – Amendment to PD57B to allow the inclusion of details of the  address of the missing person to the information to be provided by the applicant (as soon as possible)
· European Protection Order (EU Regulation 606/2013) – certification in England and Wales of the validity and enforceability of injunctions made within other European countries (coming into force January 2015)

· PAPs – Consideration of amendments as a result of the consultation on the Debt PAP (coming into force date not fixed)
· Destination of Appeals Order – amendments to Part 52 to reflect changes in the route of appeals against  interim MT decisions and to include a route of appeal for the Intellectual Property Enterprise Court (coming into force April 2015)
· Legal advisers in civil jurisdiction  - Pilot for use of legal advisers to undertake DDJ’s boxwork in the CCBC and CCMC, first considered at the July meeting (coming into force on a date to be agreed)
· Service of Trust Claims out of jurisdiction – redraft following consideration of the amendments by the Mance Committee  (coming into force April 2015)
· Proceeds of Crime Act – Amendments to reflect Part 5 of the Act which provides powers for the civil seizure, detention and forfeiture of cash intended for use in unlawful conduct (no fixed coming into force date) 

· MCOL PD7E - amendments to reflect wider range of claims that can be made via MCOL, including increasing the monetary value from £100K (coming into force date dependent on IT changes)
· Part 36 amendments – draft rules in respect of the approach to be taken on various Part 36 issues considered by the Committee in July (coming into force date April 2015)
· Transfer of competition cases from the High Court and County Court  – changes to allow courts to transfer competition cases directly to the Compensation Appeals Tribunal rather than the cases being dismissed and for the claimant to then issue fresh  proceedings before the Competition Appeals Tribunal  (coming into force date April 2015)
· Acknowledge of Service - removal of need to file AoS and introduction of new mechanism to capture those cases where jurisdiction is contested (coming into force date not as yet confirmed)
· Miscellaneous corrections and amendments paper (coming into force date April 2015)
